INTRODUCTION TO TRADE REMEDIES - ANALYSIS OF THE PETITION AND INITIATION OF THE INVESTIGATION
The purpose of this first day is to provide an overview of trade remedies to a mixed audience of trade experts, officials from other agencies and participants from different backgrounds with an interest in trade remedies. The morning session will be dedicated to an overview of the three instruments (antidumping duties, countervailing duties and safeguard measures) by looking at their common features and differences. The afternoon session will be dedicated to the role of the investigating authority in analysing AD and CVD petitions and in deciding whether or not to initiate an investigation: an interactive activity based on an actual investigation will be organized. 
· 9.00 – 10.00: Introduction to the seminar and presentation of the objectives. 
· 10.00 – 12.30: Introduction to trade remedies: common features and differences between AD, CVD and safeguard measures. 
12.30 – 13.30: Lunch break.  

13.30 – 15.00: The petition: obligations of form and content. 

15.00 – 16.30: The analysis of the petition by the investigating authority and the initiation of the investigation (including a group activity).

The second day will be dedicated to the conduct of AD and CVD investigations by investigating authorities. It will provide participants (officials involved in trade remedies proceedings) with the information necessary to conduct each step of the investigation. In particular, we will cover the tools to be used by case handlers to collect information, the conduct of on-site verifications, the recourse to facts available, the handling of confidential information and the issuance of official documents. Reference will be made to relevant case law of the Appellate Body as we go through each topic.  
· 9.00 – 11.00: The collection of information: tools at the disposal of investigators (sampling, AD CVD and injury questionnaires, deficiency letters, on–site verifications) and the treatment of confidential information. 
· 11.00 – 12.00: The collection of information on subsidies and the calculation of subsidy margins. 
12.00 – 12 .30: Recourse to facts available. 
12.30 – 13.30: Lunch break.  

13.30 – 15.00: The communication with the parties and other interested parties during the investigation. 

15.00 – 16.30: Analysis of official documents to be issued during the investigation (including group exercise based on official documents).

The third day (reserved for officials involved in trade remedies proceedings) will be dedicated to a presentation of the rules governing the calculation of dumping margins, with reference to the most recent case law of the Appellate Body and WTO panels. The second part of the day will be organized in the form of a dumping calculation simulation: participants will be provided with a complete file and with excel spreadsheets and will be asked to calculate a dumping margin for different exporters. This exercise will allow us to cover the calculation of dumping margins based on actual invoices, as well as the construction of normal values and export prices. 
· 9.00 – 12.30: Rules governing the establishment of dumping margins and the different steps in the calculation. 
· Analysis of the questionnaire response and the different steps in the calculation:  

· The organisation of the company and the verification of the accounts; 

· Analysis of the product concerned and of the processes of production; 

· Analysis of domestic and export transactions; 
· The question of a "fair comparison"; 
· Construction of the normal value, export price and the calculation of allowances.

13.30 – 16.30: Simulation of a dumping calculation in small groups and debriefing.

The last day (reserved for officials involved in trade remedies proceedings) will be dedicated to a presentation of the rules governing the evaluation of injury, with reference to the most recent case law of the Appellate Body and WTO panels. The second part of the day will be organized in the form of an injury simulation: participants will be provided with a complete file and with excel spreadsheets and they will be asked to asses the existence of injury caused by imports. This exercise will allow us to cover the analysis of relevant micro and macro-economic indicators, as well as the question of causation/non-attribution. 
· 9.00 – 12.30: Rules governing the evaluation of injury caused to the domestic branch of industry. 
· Analysis of the injury questionnaire response; 

· Evaluation of the injury factors (volume and price of imports, macro-economic data and micro-economic indicators); 

· Analysis of other possible causes of injury to the domestic industry; 

· The concepts of threat of material injury and retardation: a look at recent WTO case law.
